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(John 15:7)  If ye abide in me, 

and my words abide in you, 

ye shall ask what ye will, 

and it shall be done unto you.

Do you believe what Jesus 

said in verse seven?  He 

said, “ye shall ask what ye will.”  

He said, “It shall be done unto 

you.”  Do you believe this?  Do 
you believe that you 
can place your will, 
ANYTHING, before 
God and then see it 
come to pass?  Most 

people really do not.  Oh, they 

say that they do, but in their 

heart of hearts, they don’t.

(Phil 2:5-6)  Let this mind be in 

you, which was also in Christ 

Jesus: {6} Who, being in the 

form of God, thought it not 

robbery to be equal with God:

Jesus chose to put on God’s mind, 

and we are faced with a choice as 

people do you associate with?  

How many people with bountiful 

health do you know?  How many 

souls filled with happiness have 

you seen today?  What do you 

believe you lot in life to be?

Would you believe that most 

people have been taught, and 

continue to embrace, poverty?  

Yes, that’s true.  As sad as it 

may sound, many of our well-

meaning, fellow Christians, have 

relegated life to one thing: that 
this life is but a vale of 
tears through which to 
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well: Do we put on the mind of 

Christ?  It is this very mind, these 

very thoughts, that took a man, 

born in a manger, up through the 

rungs of life to a seat on God’s 

right hand.  If you ever 
want to be lifted up to 
heavenly heights, you 
must be armed with 
the same imagination, 
the same thoughts, the 
same will as Christ.  
Do you think it a sin to share in 

God’s fullness?

(1 Cor 10:26)  For the earth is the 

Lord’s, and the fulness thereof.

 

What does this mean to you?  

It should mean, “Yours is the 

earth and everything that’s in 

it.”  Why?  Because, everything 

Christ has, so do we!  This is 

something that you must embrace 

if you ever want to achieve such 

Godly success as Christ did.

(Rom 8:17)  And if children, 

then heirs; heirs of God, and 

joint-heirs with Christ; if so be 

that we suffer with him, that we 

may be also glorified together.

All you need to add to this is 

believing, and you have it made!  

Bring to the three earlier actions 

listed above, power realization, 

“want” knowledge, and single-

minded prayer, and you are rich 

beyond belief!  The earth truly 

will be yours and the fullness 

thereof.

It has been said that only two 

percent of our population every 

tap into these dynamic principles 

of life.  How amazing!  Two 

percent of earth’s population 

rise up above its vale of tears, 

and design, invent, engineer 

our thousands of conveniences, 

comforts, and necessities.  I 

almost can’t believe this, but I 

do.  Do you?  Isn’t it time to join 

THEIR ranks, leaving our past 

life far behind?  I’d say that it is.  

What say ye?

Pascal once said, “Our 

achievements today are but 

the sum of our thoughts of 

yesterday.”

How mighty is your imagination?  

Do you even use it today?  Are 

you so beat up by living in this 

world that you no longer hope, 

believe, imagine?  Change that 

NOW.  Understand that you 
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have the ability to form thoughts 

within your mind, and that, as 

you keep them in your mind, they 

are impressed upon your heart 

(subconscious).  Eventually, 

your heart takes the cue and 

helps bring those thoughts into 

manifestation.

No more and no less!  What is 

your idea for you?  Let it never 

be said that you wanted “less” 

than God’s plan for you.  Let it 

ever be said, “He, she, is a “YE 

SHALL HAVE” believer!  YE 
SHALL HAVE!
